FOREST FUN PARK ZERMATT

RULES

These rules have to be read and understood by all participants before starting the trek.
1. While in the park participants move under their own responsibility. 
2. The  parc is open to anybody in good health.
3. From the age of 8 years and more and a size of 120 cm (4 ¼ feet) 
4. The security equipment (harness, security slings, pulleys, gloves) must be used according to the instructions of the Fun Park personnel, and is not transmissible.
5. Each participant must attend to the demonstration of security measures given by the personnel.
6. The security slings must at all times be linked to the red life line.
7. The park management may exclude any participant who does not follow the security instructions (with no reimbursement of the trek fee).
8. The park management may interrupt activities in case of force majeure events (e.g. wind, unforeseen storm).
9. No responsibility shall be taken for damage suffered by personal belongings of the participants (cloth, bags, shoes etc.) as well as for lost property fallen from participants (cameras, money, handies, purses etc.). A few lockers can be provided at departure.
10. The participant should be covered by  insurance for accident.
11. Children from the age of 8 to 10 should be accompanied by an adult on the trail (max. 2 kids for one adult). 
12. Children from the age of 11 to 13 years can be accompanied by an adult from the ground (in this case max. 10 kids (groups) for one adult).
13. Teens of 14 – 17 years must be authorized in writing by their parents or the latter’s representatives.
In case of doubt, ask the Fun Park personnel for advice. Any disputes arising between participants and the  management of the Fun Park are subject to the laws of the Canton of Valais, Switzerland.
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
